I wonder if students in Year 6 have a larger right foot than students in Year 5?
Yes, it appears that my question is correct, that Year 6 students do have a larger right foot than Year 5 students.

I notice that the minimum for Year 5 students is lower than the minimum for Year 6 students. The minimum for year 5 students is 16, which is 3cm lower than the year 6 students.

I notice that the median for Year 6 students is also higher than the median for Year 5 students. The median right foot length is 22cm for Year 6 students and 21cm for Year 5 students. This means that half of Year 6 students have a right foot length of 22cm or longer.
However, I also notice that the maximum of 27cm for Year 5 students is higher than the maximum of 24cm for Year 6 students. This means there are some Year 5 students with larger feet than Year 6 students.
By looking at the box and whisker plot, I see that 75% of Year 6 students have a right foot length of 21cm or more. Whereas only 50% of Year 5 students have a right foot length of 21cm or more.
So, overall more Year 6 students have a larger right foot than Year 5 students.
